An arithmetic sequence goes from one term
to the next by always adding (or
subtracting) the same value. This value is
known as the common difference.

A geometric sequence goes from one term
to the next by always multiplying (or
dividing) by the same value. This value is
known as the common ratio.

If a sequence goes from one term to
another by any other method, it is neither
arithmetic nor geometric.
